A Include established baseline data, clear targets for collection, performance
goals, reporting standards and clear goals for design improvements & other
lifecycle improvements.

A Statewide priorities for product categories and articulate a clear step-by-step
process.

A Adopt leading existing standards.
A 1dentify targeted products for product stewardship legislation.

A Foster direct feedback to manufacturers.
